Phonemic Awareness & Phonics

These work in concert to explicitly and systematically support
our students as they navigate the unpredictoble, complex
alphaobetic structure of language & print.

Phonemic Awareness Phonics

- main focus is on sounds " main focus is on letters and their sounds
there are 26 letters that make 44 sounds

 deals with spoken language - deals with written language and print

+lessons are oral and ouditory - lessons are both visual and auditory
- students work with

manipulating sounds in words
- there are 44 sounds in the
English language

- students work with reading and writing letters
according fo their sounds, spelling patterns, and phonological structure

- there are over 200 ways to spell the 44 sounds
we hear

Phonemic awareness instruction improves phonics skills, and phonics
instruction improves phonemic awareness; the relationship is reciprocal.

Scope and Sequence of Phonemic Awareness
.the understanding that spoken words are made up of individual sounds

Examples of Phonemic Awareness Skills
Taught and learned in the order of easiest fo most dif ficult..

1. Sound and word discrimination:

What word doesn’t belong with the others? cat, mat, bat, ran
Rhyming: What word rhymes with ‘cat’? bat

Syllable splitting: The onset of ‘cat’is /k/, the rime is /at/
Blending: What word is made up of the sounds /k/ /a/ /t/? cat
Phonemic segmentation: What are the sounds in ‘cat’? /k/ /a/ /t/
Phoneme deletion: What is ‘cat’ without the /k/? at
