Teacher reading the text to the students

The Importance of Shared Reading

Shared reading is on ef fective woy for the teacher to
demonstrate reading strategies and behaviours in continuous text.

v expand vocobulary

v read fluently, with expression and confidence

v promote pleasure and enjoyment with texts

v demonstrate decoding and comprehension strotegies

v demonstrote concepts of print such as left to right, return sweep,
top to bottom, left page before right page

v demonstrate how to use information/cues to assist reading

v teach phonics and phonemic awareness

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Shared Reading

v Initially the teacher does most of the reading, with o focus on
meoaning and enjoyment.

v The fext level is usually beyond what students con read by
themselves.

v Once understanding is established, the teacher con reread the text
to explicitly demonstrate reading strotegies ond engage in
problem solving.

v As students become more familiar with the text during rereading,

they will join in.

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A Sample Five-Day Plan for Shared Reading

Day 1 = Focus: warm up & introduction of book
» students enjoy the book and understand the meaning of the text

Day 2 - Focus: students join in with the teacher on repetitive/rhyming parts
» blue boots, red boots, stomp, romp..

Day 3 — Focus: word study or vocabulary — decide if you'll highlight:
» Snap words or a phonics principle (eg. blends, digraphs)
* I Spy the “st” sound — do you see it on this page? or
* Tdentify and generate examples of onset and rime

Day 4 — Focus: fluency practice
» Focus on scooping up words, expression, pacing, phrasing
* Lets read with a_just-right pace

Day 5 - Focus: putting it all together — orchestration of all skills
» Comprehension, celebration, readers’ theatre
* Remember, you are all readers, and readers have big jobs!
